(1) Triple P Classes, Crisis Intervention Training, Summer Coalition Leadership Institute
iii) When will the August TAC Meeting take place? 
(1) August 17th Grays Harbor College – Riverview Campus.
(a) Due to the CADCA training, all August meetings will be pushed back one week.
2) Show and Tell  - Pacific County Fair Queen Candidate – Sandra Sanchez
a) Sandra Sanchez is a junior at South Bend High School 
i) Currently, she is the only candidate running for Pacific County Fair Queen. 

ii) Sandra’s reasons for running for fair queen include meeting new people. 

(1) “I wanted the opportunity to get involved and give back to my community”

iii) Sandra is selling fair buttons which cost $8. 

(1) The buttons will allow entry into all days of the fair. 

(2) Sandra will be selling buttons outside of Pioneer Grocery and Everybody’s Supermarket. 

(3) Sandra is also available on the Pacific County Fair’s website. 

b) The theme of the fair is “Cluck, cluck, oink, oink, moo”

i) Fair Manager Dotsi Graves said the fair board is outsourcing the fair grounds for more opportunities. 
(1) Some events happening this year include a surplus sale, ranch sorting and a wedding.

a) Chair’s Report – Emily Popovich 
i) Summary of Board Meeting
(1) Summer Coalition Meeting
(a) Gracie Manlow and Emily Popovich attended the three day training in Tumwater.
(i) Sharon Block attended Day 1 of the training. 

(b) Emily reported that the substance abuse portion of the training was focused on 18-24 year olds. 

(c) The training was required for all CPWI coalitions.

(i) South county currently receives funds for CPWI. 
(2) Crisis Intervention Training
(a) Approx. 150 people were trained county wide. 
(b) TAC is paying $1,000 for the training.

(3) AmeriCorps Update
(a) TAC has hired Alyssa Grams as the AmeriCorps member for the 2015-2016 year. 
(b) Alyssa is searching for housing in the area.  

(i) Paul Turner has a rental available. 

(ii) Gracie has put Alyssa into contact with Paul. 

b) Coordinator Report – Gracie Manlow
i) CADCA National Youth Leadership Initiative
(1) TAC is sponsoring 4 students and 2 adults to attend the training next month.  

(a) Gracie Manlow and Emily Popovich will be the adults. 
(b) Megan Hill and Megan Johnson will represent SBHS. 

(c) Juan Rangel Chavez and Tessa Wilson will represent RHS. 

(2) All tickets and reservations have been confirmed. 
(3) Currently, there are questions how to transport students to and from the airport. 

(a) Five Star has a non-profit van they rent out. 

(i) It is unavailable during they days needed. 

(b) If anyone has suggestions, please let Gracie or Emily know. 

ii) Peer Helper Retreat

(1) All five high schools have confirmed their attendance to the retreat. 
(2) The planning committee met on June 25th. 

(a) Minutes of the planning meeting were distributed. 

(3) The next committee will take place Weds. July 15th at Pacific County Annex. 
iii) Let’s Draw the Line

(1) Gracie informed the coalition the projects had been received and were accepted. The $1,000 would be arriving shortly. 
iv) Triple P Parenting Classes

(1) TAC is sponsoring a series of Triple P Parenting classes. 

(2) The dates were June 23rd, June 30th and July 7th. 

(3) No one attended any of the dates, most likely due to summer activities. 
5) Administrative Report

a) The administrative assistant position is now open. 
b) TAC will be posting the job and accepting resumes shortly. 

6) Committee Reports
a) Capacity Building Committee – Emily Popovich
i) Emily reported that TAC had been invited to share a fair booth with Pacific County Sherriff’s Department and Emergency Management Services.
(1) The coalition discussed and decided to continue the partnership.

ii) A sign-up sheet was passed around for volunteers to manage the TAC booth. 

iii) A sign-up sheet for new members was passed around.

iv) Gracie Manlow did a TAC 101 presentation at the Chamber of Commerce earlier that day. 

v) One new member, Tanya Schiller, had her application reviewed by the coalition. 

(1) The new member was voted in unanimously. 
b) Financial Committee –Jessica Verboomen
i) The finance committee is set to meet July 22nd at 3:00 at GHC Riverview.

ii) A sign-up sheet was passed around.

c) Substance Abuse Prevention Committee
i) There will be an Rx Dropbox ribbon cutting ceremony on July 16th at noon. 
(1) The location will be at Sherriff’s office, where the dropbox is located. 
(2) The invites have been extended to TAC Board, Health Department, Sherriff’s Department, Prevention Consultants and local pharmacies. 
ii) Raymond Fire Department is happy to share their booth for a drug take back event. 

(1) As long as a TAC rep is there to answer questions, there should be no issues. 
iii) Sharon brought up the suggested time slot of 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.

(1) The prevention consultants thought it would be better to host the event after the parade, which will take place at 12:00 p.m. 

(2) The coalition decided the take back event will take place from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. 

(3) Sharon will check with the chiefs and sheriff regarding staffing.

iv) Sharon gave a brief review of the surveys that school administrators filled out. 
(1) #1 request was to have consultants at the school during lunch. 
(2) #2 request was to have consultants at after school events like sporting events. 
(3) #3 request was a presentation to students and school staff regarding consultants duties and purposes. 
(a) Sharon will work with committee on work plans to adhere to schools requests.
v) Sharon asked the coalition about having a trainer come in to teach school staff and law enforcement. 

(1) Jessica Verboomen recommended Jermaine Calloway’s training “High in Plain Site”. 

(a) The training focuses on drug culture and references among teens. 

(2) Jessica thought Jermaine was going to be in Lewis County in Sept. 

(a) She and Sharon will look into the possibility of Pacific County trainings.
