b) Coordinator Report – Gracie Manlow
i) Peer Helper Retreat

(1) The Peer Helper Retreat took place Saturday September 12th – Monday September 14th. 
(2) The coalition had plenty of positive feedback about the event. 

(a) Overall, the sessions and trainings were very well received by the students. 
(b) The coalition reviewed the final evaluation survey. 

(i) Overall, students rated the food, accommodations and staff as their favorite parts of the retreat. 

(ii) Students did request more hands on training for next year.

(3) Alyssa presented the results of the pre and post survey. 

(a) This survey was to measure the students’ knowledge increase before and after the trainings. 

(b) Alyssa reported that about 40% of students felt more confident in community resources after the retreat was over. 

ii) TAC Peer Helpers

(1) The group discussed transition the TAC Youth Arm to TAC Peer Helpers. 

(a) Gracie emphasized that by making the group one entity, it reduce confusion among high school students. 

(b) There was some concern regarding Peer Helpers that are trained at the retreat vs. students who join Peer Helpers as a club. 

(i) If a student, who was in crisis, approached a non-trained Peer Helper, it could put either student in an uncomfortable situation.  

1. Gracie suggested continuing the Peer Helper training into the school year. 

a. Each monthly TAC Peer Helper meeting would spend a portion of time working on some kind of training or curriculum. 

i. This way, the club is more inclusive, and students will continue learning through the school year. 

(c) The TAC Peer Helper group will be open to any youth in the community. 

(i) This group will also plan and organize all youth events.
